➣As a convenience for our customers, we will begin accepting the Japanese yen (JPY600), Hong Kong dollar (HKD45), Chinese  Yuan (CNY40), and Australia dollar (AUD6.00), in addition to the U.S. dollar.
➣All purchases are cash only, and no receipt issued.
➣Only alcoholic beverages served by a flight attendant may be consumed onboard.

➣One alcoholic beverage will be served at a time.
